6.8 Baby Kitchen Procedure

Policy statement

The setting offers suitable facilities for the hygienic preparation of babies’ feeds by using  a separate baby prep room.

Procedures

The following procedures are implemented


Sterilization of all baby kitchen and baby room equipment are conducted, monitored and recorded by the baby room staff and lunchtime assistants.


Separate named pots with sterilization solution are provided for the safe storage of dummies. Solution is changed daily.


Feeding bottles containing breast milk feeds are labelled with the child’s name and stored in the fridge. 


All other bottle feeds are freshly made up when the babies require them. 


Bottles are rinsed out thoroughly after use and returned to the parent for sterilisation.


Home cooked food is labelled with the contents, child’s name and stored in the fridge.


Named baskets are provided for the storage of the babies’ individual drinking and feeding aids.


Students are supervised by the senior staff member and kitchen procedures discussed with them.


Individual children’s feeding patterns are recorded on the baby prep room notice board. 


Suitable antibacterial solution is used to wipe down worktops before and after use.


Designated aprons are worn for the preparation of baby feeds and food.


Hands are to be washed thoroughly before handling feeds and food.


Feeds and food are heated to the correct temperatures stated in the Safe Food and Hygiene book then cooled quickly before consumption by the babies.
