Safeguarding and Welfare Requirements: Safety and suitability of premises, environment and equipment.

Providers must take reasonable steps to ensure, the safety of children, staff and others on the premises.

8.2 Maintaining children’s safety and security on premises

Policy statement

We maintain the highest possible security of our premises to ensure that each child is safely cared for during their time with us. The nursery is properly insured, and a certificate of insurance is displayed at all times in the foyer.

The premises are inspected by OFSTED and any safety recommendations that are made will be carried out immediately. The Fire Officer has inspected the building; nursery rooms are suitable for nursery use.

The nursery will hold regular fire drills and the procedure will be displayed where everyone will easily see it. All the staff will be given copies of the fire notice in their handbook.

Procedures

Children's personal safety
· We ensure all employed staff have been checked for criminal records by an enhanced disclosure from the Criminal Records Bureau.

· Adults do not normally supervise children on their own.


All children are supervised by adults at all times.


Whenever children are on the premises at least two adults are present.


We carry out risk assessment to ensure children are not made vulnerable within any part of our premises, nor by any activity.

· Children will leave the group only with authorised adults.

Security

Systems are in place for the safe arrival and departure of children. 


The times of the children's arrivals and departures are recorded.


The arrival and departure times of adults - staff, volunteers and visitors - are recorded.


Our systems prevent unauthorised access to our premises.


Our systems prevent children from leaving our premises unnoticed.

· Outdoor space is securely fenced.

· Fire doors are never obstructed.


The personal possessions of staff and volunteers are securely stored during sessions.
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
