Safeguard and Welfare Requirements: Information and Records

Providers must maintain records and obtain and share information to ensure the safe and efficient management of the setting, and to help ensure the needs of all the children are met.

10.3 Play Session Policy

Policy statement

It is the policy of the nursery that each session should contain on a regular basis the following elements:


Adventure play including climbing frames, tunnels, outside play, foam shapes etc.


Basic materials including sand, water, natural materials, project tables, dough, clay and wood.


Paint and mark making including variations of paint materials, pens, crayons, pencils, chalk, ink stamps etc.


Tactile skills including jigsaws, beard boards, construction toys, bricks, shape sorters etc.


Social activities including child/adult conversations, music and rhymes, puppets, drama, Wigglebugs, dance etc.


Story sessions, both individual and group reading sessions.


Imaginative play including home, doctors, baby clinic, café, hairdressers, builders yard, shops etc.


Creative including collage, craft materials, projects, dance movement etc.


Intellectual including communication and explanation (hearing and telling stories), exploration, investigation, problem solving, representation, pretend mini-worlds (dolls house, homes, drama etc).

Every session will include an activity from each of the above eight elements.   

Procedures

The objectives of the nursery for each session are not the mere entertainment and occupation of the children, but include the following:


The development of the child’s self-confidence.


The provision of the opportunity for the child to establish friendly relationships with adults other than their parents/carers. 


The extension of the child’s vocabulary and an encouragement of the child’s use of verbal expression.


The extension of the child’s range of experiences of materials through the sense of sight, touch, sound, smell and heuristic play.


The introduction of the child to rhythm and music.


The development of the child’s tactile skills.


The development of the spirit o the enquiry and discovery in the child.


 The development of the child to the concept of relative magnitude, e.g. large, small, short, tall, in, on under etc.


The development of the child’s fine motor skills e.g. pencil, scissor skills etc.


 To ensure a planned curriculum tailored to the needs of each individual child.

These objectives will be delivered through a planned curriculum based on the Early Years Foundation Stage and will be overseen by Stella Rogers Nursery’s Planning Officer.

Learning through play should be the primary means of the child’s development. It is not the nursery’s policy that the above objectives should be achieved by formalised methods.
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
